PROGRAMS:
Supersize My Backyard campaign
Helping communities protect water quality and rural character through our new “Supersize My Backyard” campaign . We are helping communities implement conservation subdivision design into ordinances to preserve 40% to 70% or more the finest natural features on buildable land, in addition to unbuildable wetlands, being developed into subdivisions.

Success Story! Proud Lake State Recreation Area
We've been championing the effort to save 564-acres of wilderness in the Wise Road parcel in southeastern Michigan. 

Helping save America's First Boy Scout Camp
The Chicago Council has an offer of $19.4 million for 4,877 acre Camp Owasippe in West Michigan that is contingent on the property being rezoned for development. The Chicago Council has taken Blue Lake Township to court to try and get the property rezoned.
Documentary Film
LandChoices has a documentary film in production, "Walk with me through my neighborhood: America's Land" to dispel misconceptions about land use to public officials and citizens. It also promotes land conservation options and conservation design developments.

WHY: “Up to 90% of landowners are not aware of any other options beyond selling their land for conventional subdivision development. The principal private landowners in this country are older, 55 and older, even 65 years of age and older. Over the next fifteen to twenty years, millions and millions of acres of land will change hands, and potentially change use, as these older landowners plan for, or don't plan for, what's going to happen to their land." Boston tax attorney Stephen Small, the nation's leading authority on private land protection options.

Most land use ordinances in communities across America are outdated. Over 5,000 acres, the size of more than 5,000 football fields, is lost to development every day in America. Over 2 million acres per year is lost to development. LandChoices is working to reach landowners before they make that final decision to sell their property for conventional subdivision development.
